It was an historic time to be in Kenya with their national election
held the day we arrived and the tragic aftermath of violence throughout
theland. We felt like God looked over us throughout.

| was with a group of 16 youth workers from Indiana. After arriving
in Nairobi and visiting an orphanage there, we headed up the Great Rift
Valley toward Eldoret then to on to Bungoma. On the way there, we
were delayed by people in our group needing to find an ATM and post-
age, etc., so we were late for lunch at the Hotel Waterbuck in Nakuru. It turned out to be
providential because while eating lunch, the town was put into alockdown situation and
the Hotel put under guard. The violence had started just an hour up the road to Eldoret. If
we had not been running late, we would have run right into it. We spent the night under
guard and then decided to reverse our trip. We were heading to atown called Bungomato
help with the school there and then were going to take three days on safari in the Masai
Mara at the end of the trip. The tour operator suggested we do the safari first, hoping
things would settle down. We had awild drive over bumpy roads  (continued to inside back page)

south to the game preserve. On the way, we ran into Americans at a gas station whose van had been attacked 5 miles
up the road. They begged us to turn back, but our driver said we would be safe on the reservation so on we went,
dodging giraffes and zebras along the road through the bush in the dark. We arrived at a tent camp late that night and
they fed us supper. | stepped outside after dinner to have a minute alone and to gaze at the stars after a very full day.
Suddenly atall Masai warrior with a spear was standing beside me. At first | felt fear and then realized he was there
for my protection and he herded me back to the group.

To make along story short, things did not get better as the intertribal fighting increased due to the close election.
Most Kenyans were very distraught by the activities of the few. They are very proud of their country and the fledg-
ling democracy of 42 years. We decided to stay at the camp, hidden away on Masai land protected by young warri-
orswith clubs, spears, machetes and poisoned arrows. We visited their village and found a school there that was very
primitive. There were about eight barren classrooms and no resources for 600 children who came from miles around.
we met some very dedicated teachers. We asked a teacher if we could help. Once she believed us, her eyesfilled
with tears and she said we were an answer to prayer.

For the next 10 days, we painted the school, drew maps and diagrams and letters and numbers on the walls for
children who had no books to learn with. We paid for desks and gave them suitcases full of school supplies. We got
to know the people, played games with the children and they shared with us their dances and songs and traditions. A
village leader daughtered a goat in our honor and the people gave us gifts of jewelry to celebrate our work. We
made many good friends and even walked to a nearby village to see a traditional wedding where the young bride
cried throughout as she had to leave her family from miles away to be the second wife of a man she had just met. We
met Pastor Samuel, who ran the Deliverance Church of Oloolaimutiaand asmall clinic. We attended services there
and he described the Masai as a forgotten people in this area. Tourists come to safari, but they get little help other-
wise from volunteers or financial support. He said we were the first group ever to have come and live with the peo-
ple and help them out. He has lots of visions for a kindergarten, a community center and to expand the very basic
clinic there.

We learned to live simply in the camp with no electricity, no vehicles, sparse food and water at times as supply
routes were closed and confined after dark in the camp due to wild animals wandering in the area. But al in all, it
was a very rich experience and we were able to involve
the young Masai men in the painting and with the
school. (The young women are too busy hauling water,
sticks for fires, building huts and caring for children to
participate much.) We lived among them for 10 days
and then headed back to Nairobi. While there we visited
aschool for street children in the huge Kibera slums led
by some courageous volunteer teachers. We had protec-
tion there from a gang leader named “Whazzup.” Teen-
agers entertained us with an amazing acrobatic show
and juggling etc. The young children sang and told us
poems they had written. Such hope in children that had
so little and lived each day in fear and discomfort.

Now | am safely back home, marveling at al the
wondrous things that happened and full of concern for
