While 3.2 million Albanians live in the country of Albania,
more than half million live in Athens where they have come from an isolated culture. Many areillegal immigrants. The Newells
share God's love through holistic ministries of practical care and hope in a center for culture and reconciliation called PORTA.

“My Turn” by cheryl Davis

Thoughts about the experience of serving at the Salvation Army soup kitchen a couple of times each
month:

Chef Timothy and the rest of the staff are amazing. They do so much with such limited resources. |
love the way everyone wants to make the meals look and taste as appealing as possible. Using platesin-
stead of the more institutional-looking trays helps alittle bit, so I’'m glad HBC helped provide them.

Most nights when | get there, Chef Timothy is gone and Ainsley is the onein charge. One night re-
cently Aindley said Chef Timothy wanted us to roll the flour tortillas with the meat inside (burrito-style),
but we agreed that was likely to slow the line down too much, so we decided to prepare them more like a
tostada. Sure enough, who came by to check on things but Chef Timothy! Anyway, we managed to do at |east afolded
tortilla and that seemed to satisfy him. One of our goalsisto keep Chef happy!

I’ ve been going down to the soup kitchen for several months now and I’ ve noticed the people there aren’t much differ-
ent than people anywhere else. Some of them look you in the eye and others avert your gaze. Several smile and nod, while
others are oblivious. Some people are boisterous and thankful, others withdrawn and quiet.

Those of us serving the entree try to prepare the trays swiftly so the people won't have to stand in line too long. The
Salvation Army staff out in the dining room control things pretty tightly and send only a few people to the serving window
at atime. As| place the plates of food quickly onto the ledge, | often wish that | could hand the plate directly to each one
individually and speak to them for a moment. | want to remind them that they matter, that they are important. | don’t know
how often they hear that, but perhaps our being there is a small reminder that they are worthwhile.

James is one of the staff who usually takes care of the desserts and does such a great job. He knows many of the folks
and laughs and cuts up with them as he serves them. | hope Il be able to recognize more of the people astime goes by so |
can call them by name.

Here are some things | wonder about on the way home. Why isiit that these folks live asthey do and | live as | do?
They are no better, no worse than | am. They have the same value and worth as children of God that | do. Why do | get to
sleep in awarm, cozy bed with Egyptian cotton sheets while they sleep in a shelter or worse? What systems and govern-
mental policies perpetuate this? What can | do to make a difference in Christ’s name? Mostly, | wonder how long it's been
since any of these people sat down at atable with loved ones and friends to ameal prepared just for them.

I’m not sure exactly what | expected when | signed up to do this, but it probably wasn’t thisfeeling | have when |
leave. Thefeelingisn’t guilt, so much asit is amixture of compassion and heartache and a hope and prayer that things will
get better. And so, along with lots of other HBC folks, | keep going back.
