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Church Moves Toward Holy Week

The liturgical week known as Holy Week isamost moving time in the life of this congregation. Many worship
events during the week help us to remember the final steps that Jesus took toward his eventual resurrection. Y ou and
your family and friends are most welcome to attend these services.

Wednesday Evening L enten Recital (March 19 at 6:30 in the Sanctuary) We will gather in the sanctuary following
our Wednesday evening dinner for arecital of vocal and instrumental solos along with spoken poetry. Adult classes are
suspended for the evening. Children ages K-5" grade and Y outh will have activities from 6:00-6:30 so they may join us
in the sanctuary for the recital. Preschool children will follow their regular Wednesday evening programming.

Maundy-Thur sday Service (March 20 at 7:00 p.m. in Fellowship Hall) The traditional Maundy-Thursday service at Highland includes
the reenactment of Jesus and his followers as they gathered in the upper room for their final meal together. Instead of the traditional foot
washing, we wash the hands of anyone who wishes to participate. We share communion together, and sing the songs of our faith.

Good Friday Service (March 21 at 7:00 p.m. in the Sanctuary) Through the telling of the crucifixion story using the John 18 passage,
we experience the final hours of Jesus’ life. The Sanctuary Choir will provide music for the evening to enhance the story, and songs of the
faith will help to focus our attention on that gruesome day in history. Candles are extinguished throughout the service until only the Christ
candle remains lit. Asthe moving hymn, “Were Y ou There,” is sung, the Christ candle will leave the worship space and will not return until
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Easter morning.

Easter Sunday Morning Services (March 23 at 8:30 am. and 11:00 am.) A most glorious day will dawn as we enter the sanctuary to
hear the Easter story told through music and through spoken word. The entrance of three women in the darkened sanctuary, representing the
women at the tomb, will bring the good news that Jesus has risen. Our children will help bring the sign of new life, the Easter lilies, into the
Sanctuary as light floods the room along with the sounds of the organ, brass and voices singing the traditional, “ Christ the Lord is Risen
Today.” Through music and through the spoken word we will experience together the day that all of Christendom prepares for each year.

How to MakeYour Tithe Last Forever - Endow It

Tithing is part of our Christian stewardship responsibilities. It is a discipline you have practiced all your life.
Y our tithe provides vital support for the programs and ministries of our church.

At your death, the financial support you have provided through your tithe will cease, unless you take steps now
to assure our church will have the financial resourcesit needs, until the Lord returns.

Y our can make your tithe last forever either by: (1) including in your estate plan a provision for the creation, at
your death, of a permanent, perpetual fund that distributes only the earnings to the church (an “endowment fund”); or
(2) establishing an endowment fund during your life to which you make modest gifts at regular intervals with provi-
sion at your death for afinal estate gift to the fund.

To create an endowment fund large enough to have sufficient earnings to fund your tithe in perpetuity requires a
gift at death (or a combination of gifts during life and at your death) equal to approximately 20 times your current
annual tithe. This assumes a modest annual return of 5%. For example, if your current tithe were $1,000 per year, the
endowment fund would need to have $20,000 in it ($1,000 x 20) by the time you die.

Make your tithe last forever through an endowment fund for our church.
