As we reflect on Jesus as he picked up the large wooden beams built in the form of what we call “ the cross,”  let 
us remember, too that Jesus took on the weight of our sins, the sins of the people, the sins that include homicide and 
violence. 

The weight of the cross that grows is the responsibility we have to the neighbors in  our whole community, no 
matter the area of town. Homicide and violence know no jurisdictional lines, they happen in your neighborhood and 
in mine.    

To take up the burden of the cross, we must be willing to accept the “weight”  of helping the police in our     
community through block watches, through paying attention to our surroundings, through knowing our neighbors  
and being a good neighbor. We must be willing to let authorities know what we know.   

You and I must ask, “What can I do?”  and be ready to hear some actionable answer. An answer we can respond 
to and do our part. If I do my part and you do your part, and  the man next to you does his part and the woman next to 
you does her part, and so on, we can lessen the weight.  If we share the burden, the load becomes lighter.   

Be Christ in your community. Do not let violence or homicide become “normal.”  Pay attention. Do your part. 
Love.
