Kentucky Baptist Fellowship will gather for the annual meeting this Friday and Satur-

day at HBC under the theme “Free to be the People of God: Christian-Islamic Dialogue.”  
In a post 9/11 world, the need to understand one another in the world community has 

never been more important. Join KBF as we dialogue about Christian-Islamic relation-
ships, both here, at home, and abroad. Our goal is to open the door to a better understand-
ing of the basic beliefs of Islam, to look at our shared heritage and to discover ways in 
which we can build bridges of mutual respect and support.
