Morocco. An exotic land; adiverse land; aMuslim land. | was recently blessed to go
to Morocco with a group of KBF-affiliated Baptists on atrip designed to increase our
knowledge about Morocco, the people who live there, and the churches who seek to be a
witness in that country. Eighteen persons from Kentucky joined together to learn about
Islam and to dialogue with Christians and Muslims in Morocco. Jointly sponsored by KBF
and the Baptist Seminary of Kentucky, another purpose of our trip was to identify partner-
ship opportunities for KBF churches (including Highland) with the Protestant Churches of
Morocco. Karen Smith helped arrange our agenda, and sends her greetings. Morocco isa
country which is about 99% Muslim and 1% Christian. What does it mean to be a witness
in such aland? How do Christians and Muslims relate when Christians are the minority?
How can churches from Kentucky help our Moroccan brothers and sisters as they seek to
meet human needs, be they spiritual, emotional and/or physical? These are questions we at
HBC will continue to explore. Allen Montgomery and | were both sent with support of
HBC and we look forward to reporting to the congregation what God is doing in Morocco.

Medical Ministries by Cooper ative Baptist Fellowship Workers

CBF owns no hospitals or clinics but Baptist appointees do see to the physical needs of the most neglected groups around the
world. In Haiti, where thousands of impoverished and oppressed peoples such as the young persons called “restaveks’ (live-in
servants, virtual slaves), Nancy and Steve James hold clinics in village churches. The Jameses are part of CBF's Transforma-
tional Development Team. In Morocco, Julie Brown R.N. checks refugees from sub-Saharan Africa and listens to their despair.
In South Dakota and Arkansas, projects in some of America’ s poorest counties teach health and nutrition. In New Y ork City,
Ronnie Adams is chaplain for an HIV/AIDS hospice.

Just as Global Missions means a World Without Borders, global describes the holistic ministry which encounters social,
economic and physical aswell as spiritual needs, being the presence of Jesus Christ and the Gospel.
