Darrell Smith was launching a new business in environmental consulting when God called him and Kathy to
foreign missions. They are now part of the Albanian-Balkan team of Cooperative Baptist Fellowship-- ateam that is
important to HBC because of our work with Albanians over the past seven years.

Their work is difficult because of racial and political tensionsin the area so they rely on being the presence of
Christ where a dying lake and contaminated drinking water as well as basic human need for love and peace became
an agenda for service. Darrell teamed with local engineers, scientists and officials to deal with the ecology, while
Kathy and a Macedonian teacher began a kindergarten to prepare children of poor illiterate parents for first
grade. Ethnics groups of the Balkans include cultural Muslims and cultural Orthodox who have no interest in
practicing Christianity.
